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East Carolina University (ECU), a public, four-year 
university established in 1907, is located in 
Greenville, North Carolina. ECU has 11 colleges/
schools/institutes, 10 of which are degree-granting.

Students 
learn how to design, deploy, secure, simulate, attack/
defend, and manage complex and heterogeneous 
systems and networks. They also learn techniques 
to conduct proper investigations of unauthorized 
intrusions, respond to intrusion incidents, apply 
regulatory processes, and report situations involving 
cyberattacks. These experiences help prepare our 
graduates with technical and professional skills 
needed for success and leadership in the field of 
cybersecurity.
