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Pitt Community College (PCC) was founded in 1961
and is the sixth-largest college in the 58-member
North Carolina Community College System. PCC
educates and empowers people for success. With

a culture of excellence and innovation, the college

is a vital partner in the economic and workforce
development of our community. PCC provides access
to dynamic learning opportunities designed to foster
personal enrichment, successful career preparation,
and higher education transfer.

The College awards associate degrees, diplomas

and certificates for more than 60 programs and
provides adult basic education, literacy training and
occupational extension courses.
